English Language Arts

· Reads common high frequency words 

· Retells stories using key details

· setting

· characters

· main idea

· sequence story events

· Demonstrates knowledge of concepts of print
· front, back, cover, etc.

· directionality (left to right, top to bottom)

· reading concepts (one to one correspondence)

· Defines the role of the author and the illustrator

· Demonstrates understanding of syllables

· identifies the number of syllables in a word

· blends syllables to make a word

· Segments simple one syllable words (CVC words – ex: cat - /c/ /a/ /t/ or nap - /n/ /a/ /p/) 

· Sounds out letters to read one syllable words (CVC words – ex: cat, nap, tip, cap)

· Demonstrates understanding of rhyme
· recognizes rhyming words

· produces rhyming words

· Adds or substitutes individual sounds in one syllable words to make new words

· Rereads text with purpose and understanding

· Actively engages in group reading activities with purpose and understanding

· Speaks in complete sentences

· Follows one and two step directions

· Participate in conversations with peers and adults on a specific topic

· Describes familiar people, places, things, and events

· Randomly identifies capital and lowercase letters

· Matches letters and letter sounds

· Produces and expands complete sentences

Math

· Counts by ones to 100

· Counts by tens to 100

· Counts a set a 10 or fewer objects

· Counts a set of 20 or fewer objects

· Counts forward from a given number between 1 and 100

· Identifies numbers 0 through 10

· Identifies the numbers 11 through 20

· Writes numerals 0 through 10 for a given set
· Writes numerals 11 through 20 for a given set

· Identifies the number that is one more than a given number (0-19)

· Creates a set of objects for a given written numeral 0-10

· Creates a set of objects for a given written numeral 11-20

· Compares sets containing 10 or fewer objects

· Compares sets containing 20 or fewer objects

· Compares two numbers between 1 and 10 presented as written numbers
· Solves addition word problems within 10

· Solves subtraction word problems within ten

· Fluently adds within five
· Fluently subtracts within five

· Finds the number that “makes ten” when added to a given number and records the answer with a drawing or equation

· Decomposes (i.e. “break apart”) numbers less than or equal to ten into pairs in more way than one way and records each pair using a drawing or equation

· Compares weight

· Compares sizes

· Sorts objects into given categories based on their attributes
· Names coins (pennies, nickels, dimes, and quarters)

· Identifies the values of coins (pennies, nickels, dimes, and quarters)
· Uses words that indicate direction and position of objects

· Correctly name shapes regardless of their orientation of size (circle, square, rectangle, triangle, hexagon, cube, cone, cylinder, sphere)

· Identifies shapes as two-dimensional (“flat”) or three-dimensional (“solid”)

· Draws shapes (circle, square, rectangle, triangle)

· Composes (put together) and decomposes (break apart) numbers 11-19 into a ten and some ones
